World Equestrian Games Update

The Morgan breed will have a presence when the World Equestrian Games are held for the first time
on American soil in September. The World Equestrian Games are held every four years, two years
before the Olympic Games. The very first Games were held in Stockholm in 1990 with subsequent
events held in the Netherlands, Italy, Spain, and Germany. In 2010, the games leave Europe for the
first time and come to the United States to the Kentucky Horse Park (KHP) in Lexington, September
25-October 10. Para Dressage, the newest FEI Discipline, will be competing with seven other disci-
plines including Jumping, Dressage, Eventing, Driving, Endurance, Reining, and Vaulting.

The Games will represent an unprecedented opportunity for our nation's multi-faceted equine industry
to showcase itself in a variety of ways to spectators from around the globe. Equine organizations
such as breed and discipline organizations, as well as others, will have the opportunity to be promi-
nently featured during the 2010 Games in the 2010 Alltech FEI World Equestrian Games Equine Vil-
lage. The Village will be a central site that houses both exhibits from various equine organizations
and a number of world-class equine demonstrations and special events. The combination of equine
exhibits and demonstrations will showcase the depth and scope of the equine industry to spectators.
The Equine Village gives the entire equestrian world, outside of the eight disciplines, a chance to be
involved in the World Equestrian Games.

AMHA is proud to announce that the Morgan horse will be showcased in a daily breed demonstration,
hosted by AMHA, as part of the Equine Village. The demonstration will consist of a 30-minute exhibi-
tion with several horses set to narration and music. Based on parameters and guidelines provided by
FEI and KHP, AMHA presently is finalizing the horses and exhibitors that will be featured. Given that

the games cover 16 days, the performance will be modified every few days.

"The planning committee has been hard at work for over a year and we're delighted with the culmina-
tion of our efforts," stated Georgie Green, committee chair. The program promises to be action
packed.
