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Progressive Changes in the Morgan Division:
Protective Headgear Now Required in Leadline Classes
The United States Equestrian Federation (USEF) Executive Committee approved an Extraordinary Rule Change in the Morgan Div
of the USEF Rule Book on March 21, 2011, requiring exhibitors in leadline classes to wear protective headgear at alketimes wh
mounted, effective immediately. The rule change was put forward by the board of the American Morgan Horse AssociationdAMHA
ensure the safety of exhibitors in leadline classes, who are between the ages of two and six.

Protective Headgear Rules for the Morgan Division

Approved by the USEF Executive Committee March 21, 2011

CHAPTER MO - MORGAN HORSE DIVISION

MO106 Attire. [Chapter MO. Morgan Horse Divisio®B511, effective immediately:

1. Rider's attire must be suitable to the saddle being ridden. Protective h¢&age@R801inay be worn without penalty.
2. Protective headgear (See GR801) must be worn by riders in lead line classes at all times while mounted.
MO197 Additional Class Specifications[Chapter MO. Morgan Horse Divisiof]36-11, effective immediately:

17. MORGAN BEGINNER LEADLINE. Open to riders who are at least two (2) but less than seven (7) years old (GR126). Leaders
must be a minimum of sixteen (16) years of age (GR103). Safety is of the utmost importance in presentation, tacklargrattire.

All yearlings, two-year-olds, three-year-olds, and four-year-olds should have received forms from Futurity Secretary, Kelly
McFaul. If you have not received your form, you may download a form at our newly re-designed www.worldmorganfuturity.com __ web-
site. If you have not nominated your 2010 weanling yet, it is not too late to do so. Yearlings can be nominated to the WMF as late as
December 31 of their yearling year, but not after their yearling year. Download a 2010 weanling form and the 2011 eligibility form on
the website and send or fax to Kelly McFaul.
