Show Horse Title Program
2012 Guidelines

To be eligible for this program, participants must be current AMHA members
and only registered Morgans may enroll.

Results must be submitted on the appropriate forms, which are available on the
website. AMHA will not accept incomplete entry forms, or results submitted after the
deadline.

To ensure a level playing field for all participants, only placings that can be veri-
fied in the AMHA database will be counted. Results will be audited and verified. If
there is a difference between the placings and points reported by the owner and the
results reported by the show secretary, the entry will not be accepted.

2012 enrollment may be processed in two ways:
- to submit any points accumulated prior to 2012, participants must pay a
“retroactive” program fee of $250 per horse,

- to submit points starting in the 2012 competition year or future years, par-
ticipants must pay the initial program enroliment fee of $75,

To continue to add to either retroactive points or current year points, partici-
pants must pay the annual program fee of $15.

The enroliment fee must accompany the enrollment form (available on the
website) sent for the horse. Participants may pay a $50 rush fee for priority proc-
essing of submissions.

A horse may be entered in the Program at any time during the competition
year prior to November 1. Points will be added to the horse's file as they are earned
and submitted. All results should be mailed within 30 days of the completion of the
show or event, however all points must be received before November 1st each
year. A $50 late fee will be required for submissions received after November 1.

By submitting forms early, owners help speed the tabulation process and
may receive awards upon accomplishment of the necessary points.

Awards
A. Champion (CH)

15 Points must be earned by competing without elimination, disqualification, or being excused in an USEF
rated All Morgan show or all Morgan class sanctioned by USEF, ADS, USDF or NARHA

B. Grand Champion (GCH)

30 Points must be earned by competing without elimination, disqualification, or being excused in an USEF
rated All Morgan show or all Morgan class sanctioned by USEF, ADS, USDF or NARHA

Upon submission of the required points, certificates of achievement will be mailed to the participant, and the
horse’s registered name will be updated in the AMHA database to reflect the appropriate acronym at the end
of the name, e.g. AMHA Figure — GCH. New Registration Certificates are available for purchase for $25
each. Only horses with verifiable titles may use CH or GCH in advertising.

Point System
A. Accumulation of Points

Points are earned toward a Title by competing without elimination, disqualification, or being excused in
an USEF rated All Morgan show or All Morgan classes sanctioned by USEF, ADS, USDF or NARHA. Points
maybe submitted for all disciplines the horse has competed. Ineligible classes: limit, maiden, novice and
pairs. Participants may obtain/verify placings from AMHA registry online available at www.morganhorse.com

B. Point Values — Retroactive (Pre-2012)

Compiletion of the class without being eliminated:

World Champion 3 points
Reserve World Champion 2 points
15T place in Championship 2 points
High- point Award 2 points
Medallion Award 2 points

**No Majors required

C. Point Values — Current Year

Completion of the class without being eliminated:

World Champion 3 points
Reserve World Champion 2 points
18T place in Championship 2 points
High- point Award 2 points
Medallion Award 2 points
2" place in Championship 1 point

**Majors Required
For CH, one (1) Class must have contained 4 or more horses

For GCH, two (2) Classes must have contained 4 or more horses
